The research findings indicate that the BMUs are the institulions responsible for fisheries
governance. There is a lot of laxity, inconsistencies, discriminatioh aind lack of fransparcncy
“in these institutions. Some of the fisher folk are not aware of the activities of these

" institutions,.

The study concludes thal the BMUs are very inefficient in ensuring proper management of
the. ‘fisheries tesource, and this affects peoples’ livelihioods negatively. Therefore the
resedrcher recommends that there should be stronger-rules and regulations ‘governing use of
the resource. the procedures for licensing and regisiration should be transparent. .BMUs
should be well empowered financially, mass awareness of the {isher folk needs to be done,
licences should be issued on a quota basis, and a saving and credil scheme among fisher folk

should be promoted.

Modern fisheries governance and mariagement is often referred to as a governmental system
ol apprepriate management rules based on defined objectives and a mix of management
meais to implement the rules, which are put in place by a system of monitoring and control
survéillanee. The international fisheries resource is somehow poorly governced. This has
reduced the benefits from this natural resource to the livelihoods of the people. Better
governance of this resotiree in this case would mean the sum of the legal, social, economic

-and political arrangements used to manage the resource.
