However, since thére was insurgency which occurred in the year 1987 up to 1992, coupled
with cattle rustling by Kara t_ﬁj’(;ng, this led to Toss of livestock and crop destruction.

In the year 1993, the%;h’(z had to re-establish its farm with restocking 16 heads of cattle
which were introduced by Teso restocking project and funds from parent’s contribution,

In the same year, piggery and poultry units with 200 layers were introduced with the: funds.
donated by world food program (WFP). Around 1996, they got grant-from WFP and was used.
for starting up eucalyptus forest, this fund was also used for constructing calf pen-and store
for storing farm equipment. The tractor was aiso bought to improve on farming operation.
Originally, the school farm had 400 ha of land, but in 1996, half of this land i.e. 200 ha was

given out for construction of Teso University.
