With their strong

partnerships with NAADS, they equally supplied good and clean seedlings to the farmers. Since

then over seedlings have been distributed altogether. In 2015, the founder and current

managing Director Nick Deconing thought it wise and integrated with fish farming starting with

10,000 fingerlings altogether (both tilapia and cat fish).

Later on, the farm started practicing Agroforestry based model farming, growing food crops

especially bananas and sweet potatoes, spices, ornamentals, herbs and demand based vegetables

among others. In order to raise income, the farm has put more emphasis on value addition to its

products. For example powdered moringa, dried fruits, seeds, fresh food and vegetables. For the

farm to increase demand and community service delivery, UWEPO also formed another

organization under it called Our Tree Our Future, and a Niche Saturday Jinja Farmers Market.
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
